Mandatory Studio Safety Practices apply — See below
NO OPEN-TOE OR HEEL SHOES IN THE STUDIO

Please bring:

e Sketchbook (8”x10”-any size)

e Pencils, fine tip markers (bring a variety of drawing tools you’re comfortable using)

o Digital photos that have meaning to you (on a USB, or your phone)

e 1 book of palate paper

e 2 palate knives

e 8 used plastic containers (Yoghurt, sour cream)

e Stretched canvas- 16”x 20” (4-6 of them) (Michaels has a 5-pack for $17)

e Stretched Canvas- 2 large ones (at least 24”x 36” — any variation of shape)

e Gesso brush (or any brush that is 2-3” wide)

e Sponge

e Rags, and Apron

e Brushes- you want a variety of sizes and a mix of acrylic and hog hair bristles. Choose
what is affordable to you, and you can still attain any technique with the right medium.

e You may bring acrylic paint rather than oil, the suggested colours remain the same for
both but the mediums required are different. Acrylic Gel Medium and Flo-Aid are for
Acrylic.

¢ Linseed oil or Walnut Oil (75ml bottle)

e Mineral Spirits - Odourless solvent/mineral spirits only.

e Acrylic Gel Medium (at least 200ml)

¢ Paint: Cadmium Red, Quinacridone Red (or another violet-red), Cadmium Yellow, Hansa
Yellow (or another greener yellow), Cerulean Blue (a blue with a green bias),
Ultramarine Blue (a blue with a purple bias), Black, White.

*Cadmium colours are pricy- so get a colour that is close if that is more accessible. Acrylic tubes
around 59ml are standard. Qil paint tubes around 37ml are standard. One tube of each colour.

Please check the status of your course before purchasing materials!

Please ensure that you are aware of our refund policy as outlined in our brochure.




MANDATORY STUDIO SAFETY PRACTICES

Your health and safety is our priority. Our studio environments can have a number of objects, tools and
chemicals that require personal protective equipment (PPE) or other consideration for your wellbeing. All
persons (including faculty, staff and students) are asked to observe the following while in the shops and
studios:

* Wear sturdy and appropriate shoes such as sneakers, closed leather shoes or work boots — open-toed shoes,
flip-flops or high heels are not allowed

* No long, dangling clothing or accessories (scarves, flowing sleeves, chains, long necklaces, etc.)

* Long hair must be tied back

* No bare skin if exposure to chemical or tools/machinery is likely

* Appropriate PPE is mandatory when operating tools and equipment within the studios.
Please consult with the faculty or studio technician to determine the appropriate PPE required for specific
machines and studio processes.

Fit tests are required for courses requiring a respirator as noted on your material list. Arrangements will be
made on site.

As these are mandatory safety practices, we will follow up directly with students who may have oversighted the
above. Individuals may be asked to address any concerns before continuing to work in the studio.

Be sure to buy appropriate, good quality safety articles and equipment i.e. safety boots, protective eyewear,
hearing protection, work gloves, x-acto knives, etc. — ask your supplier for advice.
